2nd ANNUAL “HOMEGROWN” ART SHOW  
2009 DENVER TATTOO CONVENTION  

 
This years theme for the “homegrown” art show is pa per kites. I have never seen a tattoo 
kite art show. I think this is a truly original idea and with your help and participation we 
will have one of the best shows yet.  
 
General guidelines for this years art show:  

There are no rules or restrictions on style  or medium. Feel free to use whatever you 
like. We do ask that you limit the size of your kite and that the construction materials be 
made form the following:  
 
PAPER SAIL 
 Any paper you wish to use will be okay. Remember that your kite should be tuff and 
durable. For those of you who wish to go the extra mile, there are many different types of 
paper and processes for making and preparing your paper. Here is a site that contains 
many plans and designs including traditional Japanese paper preparation techniqu es. 

You may refer to this website for information on all 
things regarding kite construction.  
 
FRAME 
 Wood, bamboo, or rattan. Remember the frame should be lightweight and d urable. 
Plastic is also acceptable. There are many different ways to construct the spars of your kite.  
 
FLYING LINE 
 String, silk, twine, or fishing line can be used.  
 
CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS 
 Glue, paste, paper Mache, string, or wire.  
 
SIZE 

Because of limited display space we are asking that you limit yourself to no more 
than 32 X 24 inches.  
 
TAIL 

No longer than 36 inches.  
 
DEADLINE 
 All submissions are due Friday, September 4th 4PM-8PM and Saturday, 
September 5th 9AM-11AM. I will be at the Sheraton Hotel  in the convention space 
to receive the kites.
